(2 Corinthians 5.19).

But all round the world members of Anglican and
Lutheran Churches are acting as agents of
reconciliation.

Our conference offers a forum in which, with the
help of an international panel of speakers,
members can share their experiences and explore
together a wide range of theological, political,
sociological and ecclesiological challenges
confronting our Churches.

There will be opportunities to meet people
engaged at first hand in different aspects of the
work of reconciliation, and to worship with
Anglicans and Lutherans living and working in
Dublin.  With their help we shall explore that
vibrant city, and enjoy some of Ireland's rich
religious and cultural heritage and beautiful
countryside.

OUR SPEAKERS

Mrs Gillian Kingston, former Moderator of the
Church Representatives’ Meeting of Churches
Together in Britain and Ireland and currently
President of the Irish Council of Churches and co-
Chair of the Irish Inter-Church Meeting, who will
introduce us to ‘Ireland, its Church life and culture’

Professor Paul Leer-Salvesen will focus on
‘Punishment and Reconciliation’. Before taking
up his present post as a systematic theologian in
Agder University College he worked as a chaplain
in Norwegian Prisons.

Dr Johnston McMaster will explain how he helps
to equip ordinary people to act as catalysts for
reconciliation in organizations and communities
where relationships have broken down. Much of
his work focuses on border communities in
Ireland.

Dr David Tombs, like Johnston McMaster, is on
the staff of the Irish School of Ecumenics, part of
Trinity College, Dublin. They are both based in
Belfast. His particular area of interest is
‘Reconciliation following Armed Conflict’.

Dr Michael Trice is Associate Director of the
Ecumenical and Inter-Religious Affairs
Department of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of
America. He will be exploring the relationship
between ‘Conflict and Cruelty’.

Canon Flora Winfield is on the staff of Churches
Together in Britain and Ireland and also serves on
the World Conference of Religions for Peace.
She will examine ‘Churches as Models of
Reconciliation’ as well as acting as theological
consultant to the conference.

VISITS

On Saturday afternoon a coach will take us to
Glendalough in the Wicklow Mountains. It was
there in the sixth century that St. Kevin founded a
monastery that grew to become famous
throughout Europe as a centre of learning.

Then to Newtown Mount Kennedy for a church
visit and tea before returning to All Hallows
College for dinner.

On Sunday we are invited to the morning
Eucharist at Christ Church Cathedral.

The afternoon will be free so that you can explore
the city and make good use of your Dublin Card
which gives free rides on local buses. There is so
much to see - Trinity College Library and the Book
of Kells, the Museum of Ireland and its wonderful
collection of religious artefacts, Dublin Castle, the
Chester Beatty Collection, the streets, parks,
riverside walks, bars and even the Guinness
Brewery — before you return to All Hallows
College for dinner and an evening session.

On Monday after a morning lecture we set off for
Armagh in Northern Ireland. On the way we shall
visit Monasterboice to see the High Crosses and
enjoy a picnic lunch.
