The model is new in that we are reaching acrosslioiding walls of hostlllty
and isolation to focus on what unites us in ouri€lian faith rather than what divides us.
This is not to say that we merely “paper over ddfeces.” The point was made by one
representative at the Annual Meeting that “our dyje@ces are as important as our
convergences.” This is true because we learn frotin dbur similarities and our
differences and because “unity” does not mean tumifty.”

| am reminded of my experience in conducting wegsliduring my years as a
parish minister. In the Midwest, where | was segvimthe 1970’s, the tradition of
lighting a “unity candle” was becoming popular.f&st, each using a lighted taper, the
couple would ceremonially light their unity candlied then blow out the tapers. The idea
was to symbolize “the two shall become one.” Bublelong, couples began to talk
about the idea that unity does not mean surrenglatirof one’s individuality. And so,
couples continued lighting their unity candle tdget but they began placing their
lighted tapers in holders next to the lighted uciydle, representing the fact that they
were becoming one but were still individuals eadth wheir own unique gifts and graces.

While CCT does not represent a marriage, the waihdle and the lighted tapers
seems to me to be a fitting image for the chur@mesorganizations of Christian
Churches Together. In fact, in each worship andhless session at the Annual Meeting,
we had a table with a Christ candle in the cenmterfave candles placed in a semi-circle
around the Christ candle representing the five adhéamilies that compose CCT:
Catholic, Evangelical/Pentecostal, Historic Prtaets Orthodox and Racial/Ethnic. Each
draws its light and life from Christ, each is atpafrthe Body of Christ yet only a part.




Each has its gifts, strengths, weaknesses anehitgtations. CCT provides a framework
within which we can each encourage one anothdrar@ospel.

So we come together: men and women; young andrady races and
ethnicities; liberal and conservative; bringing different perspectives, experiences, and
histories to the Table as gifts and offerings; prgyhat we will no longer misuse our

In the opening worship of the Annual Meeting, rejergatives of the seven new
participant churches and organizations were askedrne forward in a Service of
Reception. The new participant churches and orgé#ioizs include: the American Bible
Society, the Church of the Brethren, Elim Fellovpshilabitat for Humanity, the
Mennonite Church USA, the Polish National Cath@twrch, and The Vineyard USA.
This brings to 43 the number of CCT patrticipant&chcof these seven will enrich our
fellowship and witness.

Representatives of the seven new participant church es and organizations are officially
received by Moderator, Wes Granberg-Michaelson.

In a very brief Service of Commissioning, Fatheohiel Kishkovsky was
commissioned as the new Moderator. Father Kishkptigls been a part of the CCT
conversation from the beginning and is the Ortho@&X President (each of the five
“families” of CCT has a president and the moder&aelected from among these
presidents). He is the Director of External Affaarsd Interchurch Relations of the
Orthodox Church in America and serves a parishesctf (Long Island), New York.
