Safe Water Is Life

Shefali, ahousewife of Dumki village and a member of a
savings group organized by LHCB, is shown here enjoying
safe water from a deep well installed by LHCB. Her
husband, Mohamed Ishak, a night guard, tells us that
without the supports of LHCB it would not have been
possible from them to install a deep well. Shefali described
the safe water problem they faced in the past. Before the
new well, she walked to collect drinking water from a deep
well, one kilometer away from her home. Her family used
to collect water from rain, ponds, canals and sometimes
older wells for doing the domestic chores like washing,
bathing, cleaning, watering cattle, etc. Due to the lack of
safe water very often they suffered from various
waterborne diseases like diarrhoea, dysentery, scabies, and
typhoid. Now they are using safe

water from their deep well and

living lives free from waterborne

diseases. About 110 members of

12 families directly share the safe

water from this deep well. Their

lives have become more

comfortable and easier than ever

before. Shefali says, “safe water

Islife”.
