A new goat and a new life —

Zipporah, a widowed mother of seven children, lives on a
one-acre farm in Kenya. With only one acre she couldn’t
grow enough maize and beans to make a profit and she
struggled to feed her family.

Zipporah's life began to change when she received training
in dairy goat rearing through a Lutheran World Relief project
supported by Stand With Africa. During the three-month
course she learned how to build a shed, plant special
grasses for feed, breed and milk the goats, and how to
fertilize her crops with their manure.

After the training course, the farmers’ group received several
dairy goats to breed. The dairy goats were distributed by a
revolving loan system: the first person to receive a goat
gives that goat’s first female kid back to the group to give to
another farmer. In 2001, Zipporah received a beautiful white
dairy goat.

Her goat had several kids, and after giving the first female
back to the group, Zipporah sold the others through a local
goat association, giving her enough money to build a house
with a metal roof, a significant home improvement.

Zipporah'’s goat provides two liters of milk a day for her
family, and plenty of manure to fertilize her crops. There’s
enough produce to eat and enough left to sell, breaking the
chronic cycle of hunger and poverty.
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
